6. Everyone must attend chapel and we always sit together as a group (please, 
no couples sitting together, this is a time to build relationships with other 
people in our student ministry and with the Lord). We also need to support 
each other in the activities we are involved in, so please cheer each other on! 

 
7. Everyone involved in sporting events must shower before chapel. 

 
8. NO TOLERANCE POLICY: No personal contact good or bad; this includes 
handholding, kissing, arms around each other, massages, hitting, kicking, etc.
